Classification  
Antiarrhythmic

Action  
Slows AV conduction

Indications for use     
1. PSVT

2. Wide Complex Tachycardia of uncertain type, refractory to Lidocaine

Contraindications  
2nd or 3rd degree heart block, sick sinus syndrome (Wandering Pacemaker) and/or

use of certain medications.

· Dipyridanole (Persantine-used for angina)

· Tegretol

· Theophylline or other xanthines (coffee)

· Aggrenox

Precaution  
1. Arrhythmias, including blocks, are common during Cardioversion
2. Caution in asthma patients

3. transient Asystole.

Dosage
Adults:

6.0 mg – rapid IVP over 1 -2 sec; may follow with 12.0 mg after 1 -2  minutes without change.  May repeat 12.0 mg dose one time.  MAX: 30.0 mg

Peds:

0.1 mg/kg to max of 12.0 mg

2nd and subsequent doses: 0.2 mg/kg

Route  
IV

Side Effects  
Facial flushing, headache, shortness of breath, dizziness, nausea/vomiting.
